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Abstract

The study aimed to determine the level of sportsmanship among some fans of popular football clubs in Irag and to identify
differences in sportsmanship levels based on audience and affiliation variables. The study was conducted on a sample of 220
fans from the most widely supported football clubs in Iraq’s professional league: Al-Zawraa, Al-Quwa Al-Jawiya, Al-Shorta,
and Al-Talaba.

To measure sportsmanship, the Robert et al. (1997) scale was used, consisting of 25 items distributed across five domains:
respect for social traditions, respect for rules and regulations, full commitment to sports participation, respect for competitors,
and a negative attitude toward sports. To answer the study's questions, statistical tools such as means, percentages, standard
deviations, Pearson's correlation coefficient, one-way ANOVA, and Tukey’s post-hoc test were employed.

The results revealed the following:

*The overall level of sportsmanship among fans of popular football clubs in Irag was below average, with a response rate of
59.14%. The level was moderate in the domains of respect for rules and regulations and respect for social traditions. The highest
level was in the domain of respect for social traditions (64.4%), while the lowest level was in the domain of full commitment to
sports participation (52.38%).
