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Abstract:

Muslims, both in the past and present, have recognized the great significance of the Holy Qur'an, and they
have devoted it exceptional care. This attention varied into different types of studies and sciences, among
which is the science of Tafsir (exegesis), which is one of the most important and best of the Islamic
sciences, due to its connection with the best book revealed by Allah Almighty. Because the science of
Tafsir holds such a high status among the Islamic sciences and due to Islam giving it this importance, many
works have been authored in this field in various areas of Tafsir. Some scholars began by setting general
rules to regulate, organize, and structure this science, called the rules of Tafsir. I have chosen for my
research study the title 'The Rules of Tafsir and Their Impact on the Method of the Exegete.' This study
came in four chapters. The first chapter included definitions of the research terms and contained two
sections: the first section defined the term 'rule' linguistically and technically, and the second section
defined 'Tafsir' linguistically and technically. The second chapter included two sections: the first section
covered the emergence of Tafsir rules, and the second section covered the science of Tafsir rules, its
subject, purpose, and benefit. The third chapter included three sections, the first being the distinction
between Tafsir rules and Tafsir itself.
